The Department’s Revised Enrolment Policy 
What has not changed? 

 Schools will continue to enrol students who live in their local intake area, 
regardless of the school’s cap status.  

 Enrolment procedures for students accessing particular education settings (for 
example selective schools, distance education, specialist support classes for 
students with disability, Intensive English Centres) are not affected by the revised 
policy. 

 

Schools will continue to provide families with support and advice during the enrolment process, including assessment of 
exceptional and compelling circumstances particularly for vulnerable students and their families. 
 

Schools will also continue to apply the policy fairly and consistently using transparent and accountable processes when making 
decisions about enrolment applications. Parents and carers have a right of appeal to determine whether the stated processes 
have been applied in a procedurally fair manner.
